MEMORANDUM OF COOPERATION
ON DEFENSE AND MILITARY RELATIONS

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE
REPUBLIC OF LITHUANIA

AND

THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE
OF THE
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

The Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania and the
Department of Defense of the United States of America,

Noting the progress in the development of relations in the field of military
affairs between the Republic of Lithuania and the United States of America;

Reaffirming the purposes and principles of the United Nations Charter, as well
as the principles of the Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe, particularly
the. inviolability of borders, territorial integrity, non-interference in internal affairs, and
peaceful resolutions of disputes;

Endorsing the objectives of democratic accountability, transparency in defense
planning, programming and budgeting, and legitimate civilian control of military
establishments;

Seeing the need to broaden and deepen interaction and consultations between the
Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania and the Department of
Defense of the United States of America in the areas of defense and security;

Desiring to complement and reinforce cooperation undertaken within the
framework of the Partnership for Peace;

Emphasizing that such cooperation is important to promoting peace and security
in Europe and is not directed against the interests of any other other country; and




Recognizing the importance of dialogue on peacekeeping, international security
and stability, national security policy, military strategy, and programs of military
development.

The Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania and the
Department of Defense of the United States of America affirm readiness to further
develop cooperation in the defense area. Among the steps which may be taken to
achieve this goal and which may generate additional proposals in this area are the
following:

1)  Expansion of defense contacts, intensification of bilateral cooperation, and
implementation of joint programs under the auspices of the Minister of National
Defense of the Republic of Lithuania and the Secretary of Defense of the United States
of America, including:

. Meetings of the Lithuanian-U.S. Bilateral Working Group on Defense Matters to
discuss defense issues, expedite the development of bilateral defense relations,
and discuss regional security issues;

. Periodic meetings of mid-level officials of the Ministry of National Defence of
the Republic of Lithuania Office and-of the Secretary of Defense to enlarge
- bilateral cooperation, deepen mutual understanding, and discuss international
.- .-security. 1ssues;

e . .- Exchange of delegations to participate in conferences, symposia. -seminars, and
courses on defense issues conducted by the Ministry of National Defence of the
Republic of Lithuania and/or the Departiment of Defense of the United States of
America;

. Implementation of the United States International Military Education and
Training (IMET) Program for the Republic of Lithuania;

. Participation by Lithuanians in the activities of the George C. Marshall
European Center for Security Studies in Garmisch, Germany;

. Adjustment of the Joint Contact Program initiated by the Chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff and implemented by the United States European Command to
the specific and evolving needs of the Republic of Lithuania; and

‘o " Use of bilateral programs to help the Republic of Lithuania, as a participant in

NATO’s Partnership for Peace initiative, to develop forces that are better able to
operate with those of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization.
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2) Military contacts and cooperation under the auspices of the Commander in Chief
of the Lithuanian Armed Forces of the Republic of Lithuania and the Chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff of the United States of America, with emphasis on the
participation therein of mid-level officers, including;

. Lithuanian and U.S. Staff Discussions on military and defense issues; and

. Exchange of visits of military personnel to discuss issues of mutual interest such
as military doctrine, law, logistics, medicine, and military science.

The above areas of defense and military cooperation are not exhaustive. Both
sides will strive to reach new areas of cooperation. In addition to the above, the
headquarters of the Lithuanian Armed Forces and directorates of the U.S. Joint Staff
and the Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania and organizations of
the Department of Defense of the United States of America will work to develop
further initiatives for expanding bilateral contacts.

The Ministry of National Defence of the Republic of Lithuania and the
Department of Defense of the United States of America intend to ensure the protection
of information received in the course of cooperation and to observe any agreed-upon
level of its confidentiality. The transfer of such information to a third party will be
_ carried out only with the knowledge and consent of the generating side. Toward this
end, the sides intend to enter into discussions leading to the negotiation of an
agreement governing the protection of such information.

" In addition, the sides recognize the need for discussions regarding the status of
the U.S. military personnel in the Republic of Lithuania.

Signed at Washington, D.C. this twenty-cighth day of October 1994, in
duplicate in the Lithuanian and English languages, both texts being equally authentic.
